Indented Head Boat Shed 
Policy – Review 2010

Bellarine Bayside have initiated a review of 
the Indented Head Boat Shed policy.  At the 
recent Bellarine Bayside public meeting the 
current policy was reviewed and a number 
of alternative options for the future allocation 
and ongoing management of boat sheds put 
forward for discussion.  As part of the review 
process, the Committee is calling for public 
submissions on the alternative options as well 
as any new proposals.  Submissions are due 
by 5pm on Wednesday 10th March 2010.

Cultural Heritage Digs
Bellarine Bayside continues to develop 
Cultural Heritage Management Plans to better 
understand and manage aboriginal heritage 
sites along the foreshore.  The current project 
is to complete an overall CHMP for the whole 
foreshore area with consideration of planned 
works arising from the Bellarine Bayside 
Strategic Plan – Vision 2018.

An aspect of all CHMP’s is a series of 
archaeological investigation digs that physically 
identify cultural heritage. These digs are carried 
out under the watchful eye of professional 
archaeologists, and observers from the 
Wathaurung Corporation.  

Bellarine Bayside are again offering local 
volunteers an opportunity to be involved in this 
cultural heritage investigation via the public 
archaeology program. This public program 
is active archaeology for a limited number of 
volunteers under the strict guidance of DIG 
International archaeology and Bellarine Bayside.  
Volunteers will be involved in archaeological 
excavation, artifact handling, and engaged in 
an on-site program that will deliver a better 
understanding of local aboriginal heritage.

The public archaeology program will commence 
on Wednesday 10th March and continue for 
approximately 10 days.  The program can 
accommodate 4 – 8 volunteers per day,

Pt Richards Boat 
Launching Facility
With the rock groyne completed prior to 
Christmas and dredging underway, the next 
stage of the Pt Richards Boat Launching 
Facility redevelopment is underway.  

Dredging will continue until the end of March, 
with approximately 8,000 cubic meters 
being dredged to create a safe navigable 
passage to and from the boat ramp.

A public tender process was initiated in 
December 2009 to select the contractor 
for the detailed design and construction of 
the new four lane boat ramp and central 
jetty, with a low-level landing platform.  
The tender selection process is complete 
with contracts expected to be signed in 
the new few weeks.  Site works will take 
approximately 20 weeks with completion 
expected by mid July 2010.

As with the dredging works currently 
underway, the future ramp and jetty works 
may cause some disruption to public boat 
launching, we ask that during this time of 
redevelopment, ramp users be patient and 
respect the signs and direction of contractors 
at all times.
